ÅStudents are supervised in the community by Job Coach 

Trainers.

ÅGenerally there are 3-4 students at a job site, which 

allows for close supervision and normalization.

ÅIn most cases, students are not paid during the work 

experience because of the educational nature of the 

program.



ÅProgram emphasis is on the development of work 
behaviors, communication, and social behaviors needed 
for the work environment, as well as specific work skills.

ÅAs students make progress, different work behaviors are 
emphasized, aiming toward increased independence 
within the work environment.
